  Hence, I don’t take the iPhone.  

c) If I can choose, I’ll take the iPhone. I can’t choose. 
  Hence, I‘ll get a Huawei. 

d) Either I play football or I play the piano. I won’t play the piano.  
  Hence, I’ll play football.  

e) The sun is not shining or I am wearing sunglasses. The sun is not 
shining.  
  Hence, I don’t wear sunglasses.  

f) She is in the class or wandering around the school. If she is in the 
class, she is a model student.  
  Hence, if she is not a model student, then she is wandering 
around the school.  

g) It is not true that the student knows Java and C++. The student 
doesn’t know Java.  
  Hence, the student doesn’t know C++.  

h) The sun is shining and it is raining. It is not raining.  
  Hence, I am drinking beer.
